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General information

The course is offered as a compulsory discipline within the frame of the academic program "Gender Studies" at the Faculty of Sociology at the third-cycle (MA) level

On the successful completion of the course students will be able to perform:

· Using the lenses of gender to deepen the relations between different gender groups and society.

· Identifying and give the significance of the central concepts and empirical phenomena of the sociology of gender.

Course content
In this course, students will consider the peculiarities of the sociological view on gender and will get acquainted with the basic theoretical approaches. They will consider the history of gender studies in Europe, the US and Ukraine; become familiar with the basic methodological approaches and methods of  gender studies in sociology; get a knowledge about the process of gender studies, stages and features. Become familiar with the capabilities of a comparative analysis of gender orders of different countries. At the end of the course, students will conduct mini sociological research on gender sensitive issues, present and discuss results at the joint session.

Course design

Course is designed as a skills-based teaching & learning. It consists of combination of lectures, colloquiums and practicum. The form of Colloquium is seen as an adequate to MA-level studentship with the less time for lecturing and most time for the students in-class and out-of-class activities. Second, the course os based within the frame of the Reseach-besed approach, so the content of the course is being designed as flexible to students’ research interests, from the one hand, and as open to discuss the most resent topical issues in sociological empiric research within the theme, from the other hand. The course is focused on analysis of the most recent publications in English-language sociological peer-reviewed journals in order to include MA students into the most contentious enquiry within current academic debates based on the recent research results.

Assessment

Assessment is based on:

• active participation in seminars, practical assignments 

• final research project, oral presentations, individually and in groups debate session

• written examination.

Re-examination is offered after the end of the course. If necessary, a second reexamination

is arranged at a later date.
Grades

Marking scale: Fail, E, D, C, B, A. The grades awarded are A, B, C, D, E or Fail. The highest grade is A and the lowest passing grade is E. The grade for a non-passing result is Fail. The student’s performance is assessed with reference to the learning outcomes of the course. For the grade of E the student must show acceptable results. For the grade of D the student must show satisfactory results. For the grade of C the student must show good results. For the grade of B the student must show very good results. For the grade of A the student must show excellent results. For the grade of Fail the student must have shown unacceptable results. At the start of the course students are informed about the learning outcomes stated in the syllabus and about the grading scale and how it is applied in the course.
